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Socio-Emotional Skills
Social & emotional skills are essential to manage our emotions & build healthy relationships. It influences child's self
confidence and gradually develops collaboration to acquire the capacity to understand, experience & express the sense
of importance and value to those around. All these skills are taught by conversations, interactions & acknowledging the
child's feelings through various group activities and team games.

Tech skills

Technology refers to the use of moderndevices which has increased the |Q level of students, along with their mental
skills and helped them to develop their ability to solve problems by easy access to information. These skills become
necessary when the daily system of working is affected by any world changing event to navigate their lives in
technology driven world and remain at par with Global Kids.

Motor skills

Motor Skills are physical skills that develop
simultaneously according to age. These skills are
developed automatically when a child is normal and
healthy. We use the teaching pattern according to the
skills developing naturally and enhance them by
hundreds of gross motor and fine motor activities.
Activities like finger tracing, clay molding, paper
crumbling, finger printing, threading beads, lacing,
cutting, etc. develops Fine motor skill. Activities like
jumping, hopping, skipping, rolling, bending and
stretching develop Gross motor skill. We also use the
combination of all these activities with academics to
